Letter of Introduction for Rachel Clark 
 
Dear Presbytery of New Hope, 
 
As Elder at Triangle Presbyterian Church, it is my pleasure to write this letter of introduction for 
Rachel Friede Clark, coming before you for consideration as a Candidate for Minister of Word 
and Sacrament. It has been a pleasure for me to know Rachel since she came to North Carolina 
and Triangle Presbyterian in 2008, when Rachel’s husband Casey accepted our congregation’s 
call to be Associate Pastor of Spiritual Growth and Discipleship. Rachel and Casey have been a 
great gift to our congregation, and I have particularly enjoyed getting to know Rachel, a fellow 
transplant from the Midwest and from a Lutheran upbringing who has found her way to the 
PCUSA and to our state. In what feels like a very quick two years, Rachel and I have already 
enjoyed team-teaching a Sunday School class together, and it is wonderful to serve with her in 
my capacity as a member of Session and her staff role as Director of Congregational 
Involvement, a position she accepted in October 2008.  
 
Rachel was blessed to be raised in a Christian family in the suburbs of Chicago, and the church 
was an essential part of her life from an early age. She first began to sense a special calling into 
ministry during a series of mission trips to Honduras she took as a high school student. Her 
pastor at the time nurtured and encouraged her in these initial explorations, and as a next step, 
Rachel enrolled at Wheaton College, where she studied Spanish and theology, earning her B.A. 
in 2005. 
 
After graduation, Rachel continued her pursuit of theological study and a career in ministry by 
enrolling at Princeton Theological Seminary. Her years at Princeton provided her a rich, 
challenging, and Biblically based education; they also provided her opportunity to meet Casey 
and to discover God’s call to share her life with him. Rachel and Casey were married as they 
were finishing their studies; they graduated in 2008 and began their lives together in North 
Carolina just a few months later. In May 2010, their marriage was blessed by the birth of their 
first child, a son, Calvin Amadeus. Watching any new parents with their child is a joy, but this 
has been particularly true for Rachel and Casey, who absolutely adore their beautiful boy. There 
must be some sign of the tired new mom in there, but I haven’t seen it! When Rachel’s maternity 
leave ends, she intends to continue her part-time position in the church while continuing to be a 
full-time mother. 
 
Outside her work and family life, Rachel is active in many ministries in our church. She helps to 
coordinate our small group ministries, teaches Sunday School, helps lead a small group Bible 
study for high school girls and boys, and works with a team that prepares meals for our 
congregation’s monthly Ministry Team nights. She also finds time to bake (her goodies were a 
nice fringe benefit of co-teaching a Sunday School class!), read, knit, and sew. She and Casey 
are also physically active, enjoying biking, walking, and a variety of sports. Lately it has been 
fun comparing notes on the World Cup; Rachel and Casey are some of the biggest soccer fans I 
have met.
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Rachel is a committed wife, mother, teacher, student, and servant. Above all, she is committed to 
Jesus Christ as her Lord and Savior, with gifts for ministry that I have witnessed firsthand. It has 
been my great good fortune to know her, and I thank you for the opportunity to share a little bit 
about her with all of you.

Position Profile:  As regional liaison for the Caribbean, Jo Ella Holman’s 

ministry will focus on the Cayman Islands, Cuba, the Dominican Republic, 

Jamaica, and Trinidad and Tobago.  She will work closely with the Caribbean and 

North America Council for Mission (CANCOM), an organization that enables 

mutual mission among churches from the two regions.  Her ministry will involve 

facilitating and supporting programs of Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) partner 

churches and organizations and implementing regional strategies.  She will also 

work with mission personnel in the region by communicating regularly with them, 

offering them counsel and encouragement, and helping them reflect on and assess 

their ministries.  She will also work with PC(USA) congregations and 

presbyteries in the United States involved in partnerships with Christians in the 

Caribbean. 

 

Regional Profile:  When most North Americans mention the Caribbean, the 

conversation is usually about tourist destinations.  While the Caribbean has a 

thriving tourism industry, it also has many people living in poverty who are not 

seen by the tourists who visit these island nations.  Yet faithful Christian 

communities throughout the region are bearing witness to Christ’s good news and 

tackling some of the most pressing social problems.  One Caribbean nation, Cuba, 

does not receive U.S. tourists because of the U.S. government’s economic 

blockade that has been in place for half a century.  Nevertheless, the PC(USA) has 

maintained close ties with its partner church in the country, the Presbyterian-

Reformed Church in Cuba.  This connection has enabled many U.S. Presbyterians 

to visit Cuba as part of study seminars or mission teams.  These visits are aimed at 

deepening relationships, broadening 

understandings, and nurturing the faith of 

Presbyterians from both countries. 

 

Jo Ella Holman’s Profile:  The ingredients 

for mission service have been stirring for 

several years in the life of Jo Ella Holman. 

 

While she would never claim to hold the 

perfect recipe for success in mission, Jo Ella 

has a keen sense that God is leading her into 

a new dimension of ministry. 

 

“I feel that all of my life experiences have led to the present moment of 

discernment and call to mission service,” she says. “God gifted me with a love for 

learning languages and an insatiable curiosity about people and other cultures.”

Jo Ella has spent a dozen years staffing various international ministries of the 

Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.). She worked with partnerships in the Latin America 

and Caribbean region until 2005, when she began overseeing mission personnel 

training. She also has served on the World Mission Leadership Team. 

 

Prior to her seminary study and subsequent ordination by New Hope Presbytery in 

North Carolina, Jo Ella was an educational specialist with international health 

training agencies.  Her work in 25 countries has taken her to Europe, Africa, the 

South Pacific, and the Latin America/Caribbean region. 

 

“God has provided me the opportunity to live or work in many different 

countries,” Jo Ella says, “and has given me a love for the church and for the 

people of God’s good earth, and a desire and opportunity for service through the 

church.” 

 

Having worked with PC(USA) partner churches in the Caribbean for a number of 

years, Jo Ella has a deep appreciation for Caribbean churches and the region they 

serve.  “Many of these churches and the people who comprise them are 

challenged — as are many in their societies — by poverty, oppression and 

injustice,” she explains.  “I have been touched by the warmth and joy of the 

people who, despite these hardships, have remained faithful to the love of God in 

Jesus Christ and are a sign of hope in their 

communities.” 

 

Jo Ella begins her duties with fluency in 

Spanish, the region’s primary language, as 

well as French.  She holds a bachelor’s 

degree in both languages from the University 

of North Carolina at Chapel Hill (UNC), a 

master’s in education from UNC, and a 

master’s in divinity from Duke University 

Divinity School. 

 

Thanks to her years of experience in 

Presbyterian World Mission, Jo Ella has 

developed an expansive knowledge of the dynamics that shape partnerships 

between congregations and presbyteries in the United States and Christians in the 

Caribbean.  One of her tasks is to help U.S. and Caribbean Christians overcome 

barriers of language, cultural and other impediments so that they can move toward 

oneness in Christ, she says. “My personal hope is that, in some small way, God 

will use my gifts to increase and strengthen the ties among us — the PC(USA) 

and larger U.S. church and from the churches of the Caribbean region. It is so 

important for our church to know what is going on in the world and these 

partnerships help us to deepen our understandings, to be in relationship with 

others, and to reach out to each other in new and faithful ways.”

Jesus is 
the revelation of God who lived on this earth as every other human being, except that he was without sin, 
truly human and truly divine.  Through his life, death, and resurrection we are taught how to love God with 
all our heart, mind, and soul; and we are taught how to love our neighbor and ourselves, for it is Jesus 
who first loved us.  Yet we live imperfect and rebellious lives and in need of redemption.   
 
Jesus was crucified at our hands and died a humiliating death on a cross so we might know forgiveness, 
become justified before God, sanctified, and redeemed, all through the gift of God’s grace.  This is a gift 
that is not earned through anything we do, but is given freely to all who love God through Christ.  Through 
grace we are given the gift of repentance, of turning away from sin and toward the gift of new life.  As 
Jesus died on the cross for our sake, he was also resurrected so that we might be resurrected with him 
and know eternal life.  
 
My trust is in the Holy Spirit, our counselor, encourager, and advocate who works in us, through us, with 
us, and for us as was the promise of Jesus Christ.  Through the power of the Holy Spirit, we are 
empowered to respond to God’s steadfast love and know the saving power of Jesus Christ.  The Holy 
Spirit is the source of all sacred gifts.

The Sacrament of the Lord’s Supper calls us to 
remember the promises of baptism and participate in the communion of all saints, joyfully anticipating the 
fulfillment of God’s perfect kingdom.   
 
The Church is the body of Christ called to extend the gospel of Jesus Christ throughout the community, 
nation, and world.  We are called to live this good news in fellowship with one another and in loving and 
respectful relationship with friends and strangers, neighbors and foreigners, with those who are like us 
and those who are different, together in unity through the power of the Holy Spirit and God’s love in Jesus 
Christ.

REV. BRONSON MATNEY, JR. 
November 3, 1928 - May 26, 2010 

  
  
 Let us celebrate the life, love, death, and resurrection of Rev. Bronson Matney, Jr., as we thank 
God for all the blessings so many people received from knowing this pastor/minister.  Bronson 
passed awayunexpectedly, at the age of 81, at his home in Glenaire in Cary, N. C.  His memorial 
service was heldin the Chapel at Glenaire on Friday, May 28, 2010 at 2 p. m. 
  
Bronson was born in Waynesville, N. C. and later moved to High Point, N. C., where he 
graduated fromHigh Point High School as the valedictorian of his class.  He was also a graduate 
of East Tennessee and Columbia Theological Seminary.  Bronson was married to Esther Rogers 
Matney and they have 4 children. 
  
He was first the Assistant Minister at Roman Presbyterian Church in Georgia and then moved to 
Quincy, Florida where he was a pastor for seven years.  A call to East Carolina University as the 
campus minister brought him to Greenville during the 1963-64 school year.  He truly loved 
working with the young people at E. C. U.  With the help of some of his students, they started a 
program for young girls known as "Operation Sunshine."  This was an after-school program for 
girls in the public schools and is still a very active program which continues to bless/help many 
young girls in the Greenville community. 
  
Bronson was well known for his beautiful singing voice, his generosity, his love for God and all 
who met/knew him.  He sang professionally on the radio in Chicago, at many activities, and 
often in his church.  All who heard him sing "Amazing Grace", "Thou Didst Leave Thou 
Throne", "It Is Well With My Soul", " On Eagles' Wings" and many other beautiful hymns were 
truly blessed by his beautiful voice and his expressions of God's love! 
  
After leaving the Campus Ministry at E. C. U., Bronson went into private business, but he did 
not leave the ministry.  While in private business he also served as pastor/minister of 
Meadowbrook Presbyterian Church for more than 30 years.  During the latter part of his service 
to the church he served both Meadowbrook and Snow Hill Presbyterian Church.  After 
Meadowbrook closed in August, 1997, Bronson continued to serve Snow Hill Presbyterian 
Church for a total of 13 years. 
  
Retiring after more than 50 years in God's ministry, Bronson and Esther moved to Glenaire in 
Cary, N. C., were he continued to bless those who became a part of his life. 
  
Bronson will also be remembered for his optimism, his belief in the power of positive thinking, 
his kind words, his happy disposition, and his love for his God and fellowman.  Someone 
has said that a person's face is a mirror of his soul.  If this is true, we can be assured that "It is 
well" with Bonson's soul.

Raby Elkanah Moore was born in Edgecombe County, NC, to William D and 
Elizabeth F. Moore Sr., on February 24,1939. Raby spent his 'pre-ministry' days farming 
with his father for years following his graduation from North Edgecombe High School. 
During this time, Raby's father served on the local school board, however, Raby was a 'boy 
at play' studying enough just to get by. Raby would later become more dedicated to his 
studies and become an honor graduate from Wesleyan College and Union Seminary.  

Twelve years after graduating from high school, Raby felt called to full time ministry 
and enrolled at Wesleyan College in Rocky Mount, NC ..

As mentioned earlier Raby 
graduated with honors.  

Rev. Moore's ministry spanned thirty years. He served churches in both North

6, 1976), Woodlawn Presbyterian-Hopewell, VA, Greenwood Presbyterian-Chesterfield, V 
A, Village Presbyterian-Richmond, V A, and Rivermont Presbyterian in Chester, V A, from 
which he retired.  

Raby was a devoted husband of more than fifty-one years to his beloved Gwen 
Joyner-Moore of Edgecombe County, having married on November 9,1958 at the William 
and Mary Hart Presbyterian Church in Leggett, NC.
